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Introduction

General System Overview

Thank you for choosing the Yale Security Alarm
System. This simple to install system has been
designed with the user in mind.

The siren has a sounder and strobe LEDs to
attract attention.

No connections

All the components are self contained and no
connections are needed between the units. There is
no need to damage the home decor, lift carpets or
run cables.

Number of devices

You can install up to 20 devices in the system.

As well as extra door/window contacts, PIRs and
keypad remote controls, you can add smoke
detectors, keyfob remote controls and help buttons.

Long battery life

There is no need to wire into the mains supply or
seek the services of a quali ed electrician as all the
components are powered by battery (all batteries
included).

The system has a typical battery life of 2 years
or more before batteries need changing. Regular
testing and battery changes (when noti ed by the
system) will ensure reliability and peace of mind.
Please note that alkaline batteries and the correct
type of coin cells must be used as replacements.

Tamper proof system

Each part of the system is tamper protected. Any
unauthorised tampering with the system will result in
an alarm. This feature can be turned off by the user
when a battery change is required.

Entry/Exit feature (for System with remote
keypad)

The system has a 20 second entry/exit time. This
feature allows you time to leave the home when
arming the system. Upon entering, the feature allows
time to disarm the system without causing an alarm.

Take care of your safety
Display extreme caution when using ladders or
steps, please follow manufacturer instructions. Be
careful when using hand and power tools and follow
the manufacturers guidelines when using them.
Take care that the correct tools are used. Wear
goggles or protective clothing where required.

The external Siren is extremely loud, please
ensure you replace the cover and retreat to a safe
distance before testing.

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Recommended Installation Sequence

We recommend you follow the easy start sequence,
headings numbered 1-5.

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Location planning

Work out the best places to locate the devices for maximum protection. Having chosen the

locations do not mount at this stage.

Operating range

All devices must be within 30 metres of the siren
unit and must not be mounted on or near large
metal objects. Avoid obvious sources of electrical
interference such as fridges and microwave ovens.

Tamper switches

When mounting devices ensure that any tamper
switches close fully. On uneven surfaces it may be
necessary to place packing behind the switch for
reliable operation.

Smoke detector

Mount in the middle of the ceiling at the top of
a stairwell, or on the centre of hallway ceilings
where smoke would most likely be detected.
Do not mount in corners or above cooking
appliances and heaters.

Install additional detectors if there are closed
doors preventing smoke from reaching
detectors.

Help button accessory

The help button provides extra protection for you
and your family. When help is needed the button
can activate your alarm immediately - even when
the system is disarmed.

Mount as high
as possible, out of easy reach. (Round shaped
siren shown)

Door/Window contacts

Use one door/window contact on a door
that is used as the main point of entry and
exit, usually your front door. The other
door/window contact can be used to protect
another entry point such as a rear door.
Mount as high as possible.
Do not aim a PIR at this door or window.

Keypad remote control

The keypad should be sited next to the main
point of entry/exit so that the system can be
disarmed/armed within 20 seconds of entering/
leaving the premises.

Ensure that the keypad is not visible from the
outside of the premises.

Mount at chest height for ease of use.
Designed for indoor use only.
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Keyfob remote control accessory

Can be used outside the premises and kept on
your keyring.

Extend the system
Extend the system in the future to increase your
security or as your needs change.

For example, add extra PIR detectors in
bedrooms and extra door/window contacts.
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Unpack all the parts on a table top

The easiest way to get to know the system and get it up and running quickly is to get all the
devices and accessories programmed on a table top before locating and mounting them.

Siren

The siren comes in two shapes, square shaped
and round depending on the kit purchased. The
operation and programming of the sirens are
identical, only the case is different.

WARNING
The siren is very loud, be prepared! Take care not to
activate the siren tamper switch unnecessarily.

1 Remove the cover by unscrewing the single screw
located on the lid.

2 Square siren only: remove the left hand cover (not
battery compartment).

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Programming the Siren-based system

(without control panel)

The siren is the heart of the system. All components must be recognised by the siren.

Learning process

1 Press and hold siren learn button for 1 second.
A short beep will follow with the outside LEDs
ashing once.

System is now in learning mode for 3 minutes.
Proceed to the following steps to add in additional
devices (20 devices maximum) within this time
period.

2 Adding devices:

Remember to press any buttons and keys rmly
for 1 second to send a learn-in radio signal.

When any device is learnt-in, the siren will beep
once and the outside LEDs will ash once in
acknowledgement.

Remote keyfob: Press any key except the
emergency button

PIR: Press the test button

Door/Window contact: Press the test button
Help button: Press the emergency button
Smoke detector: Press the test button

Keypad: Press Panic button A and enter 0000

to enter test mode indicated by a continuously
ashing LED. Press panic button A and enter 8,

the keypad will con rm with two fast ashes that it

isin Siren as master mode. Press panic button A

then 1 to send learn-in signal, then press disarm

twice to quit test mode.

4 Press the Learn button on the siren to exit the
learn mode, the middle LED will ash once and
there will be a single short beep to indicate that
normal siren operation has been resumed.

5 Set Dip switch 3 to select alarm period length.
Switch left for 4 minutes or right for 10 minutes
(default) siren duration.

6 Set Dip switch 2 for interference detection. Switch
left to switch on and right for off (default).

* Interference detection:
This unit is equipped with the latest type of
radio receiver using AM radio technology. If the
system is armed any criminal attempt to interfere
detector transmissions will trigger an alarm.
If the alarm is frequently triggered by interference
there may be high levels of unusual radio
signals in your area. Some kinds of electronic
equipment can generate this kind of radio
interference.
In the unlikely event of you experiencing
problems with interference, it is recommended
that you switch interference detection off.
Please telephone our helpline if you require any
further assistance.

* If device learning takes more than 3 minutes and
the learn mode expires, the learn button on the
siren will need to be pressed again to add more
devices (repeat step 2 above).

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Mounting alarm devices

WARNING Before mounting the keypad and siren ensure that the system tamper is

disabled as described below.

Disabling the system tamper

Before mounting it is important to disable the
system tamper to avoid the siren sounding an
alarm.

Using the Keypad:

1 Press button A and enter 0000 to enter test
mode, press A then 2 to send Tamper Off
signal. The siren will beep in acknowledgement.

Code 0000 is the factory default, use the new
user code if this has been changed.

2 The tamper function is now disabled for one
hour. If more time is required, simply repeat the
above step.

Using the Keyfob:

1 Press and hold down Arm and Home buttons
for 5 seconds. The siren will beep once in
acknowledgement.

Mounting the siren

Ensure the tamper switch is fully depressed when
the siren is mounted. If there is a gap, pack with a
suitable spacing material.

1 Find a location where the siren is to be mounted.

2 Using the large screws and wall plugs provided,
mount on the desired wall through the 4 mounting
holes.

3 Fix the siren cover with the securing screw.

4 Enable the tamper switch by entering keypad test
mode (A and 0000 ) and pressing A then 3, or
pressing and holding the Arm and Panic button on
the Keyfob for 5 seconds.
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Testing whether the siren is tted correctly:
5 Press Arm with the Keypad/Keyfob.

6 If there are 5 short beeps when armed, the tamper
switch is NOT fully depressed and will need to be
adjusted.

Unset the system by pressing Disarm on your
keypad then 0000 , or just Disarm on the keyfob.
Disable tamper as described above before
adjusting the siren tamper switch. If there is a

gap between the wall and the tamper switch
mechanism pack with a suitable spacing material.
When adjusted repeat the steps above from 1
through 5.

7 If there is one short beep and ash when armed,
the siren is mounted correctly and the siren
installation is complete. Disarm the system and
disable the tamper as described in step 6.

Mounting other devices

Find a location where the device is to be mounted,
see section Location Planning for suggestions.

Testing the radio range of siren:

Before proceeding to mount the devices
physically, check that the siren will receive the
system radio transmission by doing a simple radio
range test.

Ensure the system tamper is disabled.

KEYPAD: Hold the keypad in the desired
location and arm and disarm the system. The
siren will beep as con rmation.

HELP BUTTON: To prevent an alarm being
triggered, put the siren into learn mode rst. The
siren should respond with a single beep.

ALL OTHER DEVICES: Hold the device in
the desired location and press the learn/test
button,siren should respond with a single beep.

When you are satis ed that the devices work
in your chosen locations, proceed with the
installation as described below.

If the siren does not respond, the location may
be out of range, try alternative locations until
reliable radio contact is obtained.
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Mounting the Keypad:

1 Drill holes into the wall using the xing slots as a
template.

2 Fit wall plugs into the wall and x cradle with the
screws provided.

3 Slide the keypad into the cradle

4 Close the cradle cover so the logo is facing you

Mounting the PIR

1 Find a location where the PIR is to be mounted. It
should be mounted high up, either on at surface
or in a corner. See section Location planning for
suggestions.

2 Perform a radio range test by pressing Test/Learn
Button on the PIR and the siren will beep once.
This indicates the device is within range. If this
step fails, nd an alternative location to place the
PIR nearer to the siren.

3 Open the PIR by loosening the bottom screw.

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4 Knock out the relevant holes on the base where
the plastic is thinner. The center two knockout
holes are for at wall mounting while the 4 side
holes are for corner mounting.

5 Drill holes into the wall using the knockout holes on
the base as a template.

6 Fit wall plugs and secure the PIR base with the
screws provided.

7 Fit the PIR back together and tighten bottom
screw, the PIR installation is complete.

*The PIRs have a built-in sleep timer to save
battery power. If there is no movement in front
of the PIRs for 1 minute, the PIRs will become
ready to signal and movement will now be
reported. The PIRs will sleep for 1 minute after
reporting.

Any movement detected in sleep time will not be
reported and will extend the sleep period by a
further 1 minute.

Mounting the door/window contact

1 Find a location where the door/window contact
is to be mounted. It should be mounted between
the door/window frame and the door/window as
shown at the top of the opening. The magnet is to
go on the door/window while the sensor is to be
placed on the frame. The gap between the magnet
and sensor should be no more than 8mm when
closed. Windows can be protected in a similar way
to doors. Make sure the tamper switch spring is
fully depressed.
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
